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Fr. Peter and Presbytera Olenka Galadza are parents of three adult
children, with whom they have experienced living the domestic church.
They are also active leaders in evangelization and Christian formation
within various communities. This roundtable discussion aims to support
families in deepening their understanding and living out their Christian
faith.

The Synod of Bishops on the family could be a watershed moment for the
Catholic Church. Two people who were present and inside, Fr. Thomas
Rosica, CSB and Sebastian Gomes of Salt and Light Television, navigate
the currents of the October Synod and its implications for family life in the
21st century.

“The Synod has approved a very precise pastoral approach, one which is
more attentive to the good in people than to their faults; one that speaks
less of the sin to be avoided and more of the grace to be attained.” Bishop
Durocher’s address will elaborate on this pastoral approach.
